HOW TO MAKE A RAIN GAUGE

Materials:
· A 2 litres plastic bottle.

· A ruler.

· Scissors.

· A permanent marker.

Procedure:
1. Take the pair of scissors and cut around the plastic bottle, about 10 cm from the top (see Diagram#1).

2. Use a black paint marker and a ruler to draw 1 cm measurements starting at the bottom of the bottle above the "feet" to the top of the bottle (see Diagram#2).

3. Turn the top of the bottle and place it inside the opening of the bottle. Tape around the edge where the two pieces meet (see Diagram#3).

4. Fill your rain gauge with water to the top of the "feet" (see diagram #3).
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5. Place the rain gauge in an open area, away from trees and buildings. Measure your results daily. Empty the content every day to get accurate readings.
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
